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The design is focused on the theme of family with an eye on the diverse definitions of family across the globe.  This year’s design starts with a simple icon figure representing a human being with its arms raised up over the head.  Because the figure is depicted only from the waist up it is not exclusive in terms of race, gender, culture, or physical handicaps.  The gesture can be interpreted as praiseful, celebratory and joyful, among many other possibilities.  When the figure is coupled with another figure, the result can be interpreted as a joining of hands.  Various combinations were used representing different types of families.  The figures were then incorporated into a square tile, altering the pattern to include different “people of families” configurations, stressing diversity and inclusiveness.
